FAIR FUNDING CAMPAIGN

know that Devon is the fourth lowest funded authority in England and the gap between 
haves and have nots continues to widen?  Devon schools receive £375 per pupil per annum 
less than the average nationally.  This means we lose out in our school budget by £120,000 
compared to the national average school.
